Although there are both hand-painted
What is Ukiyo-e? and woodblock print Ukiyo-e, the woodblock print form was especially highly
developed. The multicolored woodblock prints which emerged in the early Meiwa
Era (1764-72) were known as Nishiki-e and today are synonymous with Ukiyo-e.
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
